PAGE 141: Row 17 (air cleaner, black), in Figure Reference column, add "205".  

PAGE 141: Row 21 (on some, clutch...), in Figure Reference column, delete "206".  

PAGE 142: Figure 204, part labeled "36B386" should be labeled "36B98".  

PAGE 144: Next to last row in table, right column, to list of figures add 374. 

PAGE 145: Table (chart) at top of page, row 9 (cylinders, black...), in Figure Reference add "224".  

PAGE 145: Table (chart) at top of page, row 22 (rear fender area, new small diameter speedometer cable), in Figure Reference column, delete "223", add "222", add "227".  

PAGE 145: Table (chart) at bottom of page, change the title from "Accessories" to "Equipment"; in the first row, delete "Accessories".  All of the items listed in this table were "mandatory" to achieve either "Clubman", "Sportsman", or "Roadmaster" configuration.  For example, when fitted to a Clubman, a chrome safety guard would be an accessory, because a black front safety guard was standard equipment for a Clubman.  But when fitted to a Sportsman or Roadmaster the chrome front safety guard would be standard equipment.  PAGE 154: Row 16 (sidestand...), in Figure Reference column, delete "235"; add "234". 

PAGE 154: Row 20 (chain guard...), in Figure Reference column, delete "219".  

PAGE 157: Figure 227, add "The small- diameter speedometer cable and different grommet were introduced on 1946 models.".  

PAGE 158: Row 9 (instrument panel, warning light...), in Figure Reference column, delete "235".  

PAGE 158: Row 16 (sidestand...), in Figure Reference column, delete "235"; add "234".  

PAGE 158: Row 19 (exhaust system...), in Figure Reference column, delete "340"; add "341".  

PAGE 166: Change name of chart 1.17A from "External Changes..." to "External Running Changes on 1949 Arrows and Scouts".  

PAGE 166: Row 4 (horn...), in Figure Reference column, add "244 (location on early models)".  

PAGE 169: Figure 244, add "Early-season models had the horn mounted on the upper left rear frame tube".  

PAGE 171: Figure 246, add "The low-mounted horn (on the front down tube) was a running change; see Figure 244."  

PAGE 174: Row 6 (exhaust...), in Figure Reference column, delete "273".  

PAGE 174:  There's lots of room on page 174, and you will need it to post the following added information, courtesy of Roger Hensley, and it is an almost exact quote of his e-mail messages on this subject to the Starklite list.  1950 and 1951 police Chiefs with the large generator (not all police Chiefs) have a special frame.  The generator was made by American Generator & Armature Co., and was not a special unit for Indian. It was rated at 25 amps.  It has a cooling fan on the pulley end which requires a cut-back in the upper flange of the belt guard.  The commutator end was open, and Indian part #333,013 was used as a cover.  The battery was made by C&D, their part number UV-37.  It was rated at 45 amp-hours.  With this setup, the regulator, Autolite VRR-4001-B, was mounted on the chain guard.  The two main clues to the special frames are the tilt-up to the kicker spring anchor - it is horizontal on standard machines, and the spacing of the lower frame cross piece, which is one inch farther back than on standard frames.  (A battery tray from a standard machine will just fall through the gap.)  It is also longer cross-wise to compensate for the "spread" of the frame.  Its front edge

is actually behind the lower lip of the rear fender.  One of the best tips to identifying most 348-351 police frames is that they used rear wheel drive speedometers as Indian Stuart-Warner units had no provision or a maximum speed hand.  This required frame modification at the factory when the order was placed.  See Contact Points #756, 12-8-47, for details.  Because of the lower mounting of the battery tray, which is not the same as on regular machines, the standard center stand would not fit. As a result, the Engineering Parts List calls for use of the 1940 to 1945 Chief stand - the one with the latch - with the addition of two "blocks" either brazed or welded to the bottom.  As for the rear fender, the front end is flattened (this refers to the battery bulge) and blended all around, for additional clearance for the large battery.  Also, two holes are added for mounting Center Stand Latch Assembly #42906.  The battery "frog" for the taller battery was a block of pine, painted black! If you have a standard frame 46-51, the spacing from the rear of the frame casting (down where the battery bolts go), to the REAR of the lower cross brace is approximately 5.0 inches.  In the special frame, the distance is again 5.0 inches but it is from the rear of the frame casting to the FRONT of the lower cross brace.  With the rear fender in place (on the special frame), the front of the lower cross brace is behind the bottom front edge of the fender.  The battery tray on the special is different from the standard version.

PAGE 183: Next to bottom row (frame, footboard....), in Changes column, change to read "frame, footboard mount, right rear, straight out from frame instead of curved over exhaust pipe"; in Figure Reference column, change "356" to "276" (publisher cropped photo).  

PAGE 184: Row 10 (muffler, Warrior type), in Figure Reference column, delete "278".  

PAGE 184: Row 11 (muffler, low mounting), in Figure Reference column, delete "278".  

PAGE 184: Row 12 (tailpipe with fin), in Figure Reference column, delete "278".  

PAGE 188: The pictures in Figures 283 and 285 are reversed; indicated by note or via arrows that the shiny-rimmed ammeter is FN 39935, and that the black-rimmed ammeter is FN 41921 (or indicate by arrows that the captions should be swapped).  

PAGE 191: In the blank space, enter the following: "Additional Carburetor Information: Carburetor body engineering drawings from 1941 cite aluminum paint finish; carburetor bowl drawings are unavailable.  Bob Winters (Springfield, PA) reports variations in the finish of unrestored 1940-1948 carburetors, indicating either than Indian deviated from engineering drawings by using up old stock, or that undiscovered engineering drawings were in effect.  Observations include: 1940 DLX-130 black body and bowl; 1941 M-641 with black body and unpainted bowl; 1942 M-342 with silver/aluminum painted body and no bowl; 1944-1948 M-344, three with black bodies and unpainted bowls."

PAGE 200: Figure 340, change "The assembly has a male front end..." to "The 1940-model FN 93116 assembly had a male front end..."  

PAGE 207: Figures 373 and 372 are reversed; indicate by arrows and/or note.  

PAGE 207: Figure 374, change "Second from left: 1944" to "Second from left: 1944-1946."  Change "Second from right: 1946-1947" to "Second from right: 1947".  

PAGE 208: Figure 376, delete "In 1932, all saddles were of this type."; change "In 1933 and 1934..." to "In 1932 and 1933...".  

PAGE 208: Figure 378, change figure title from "saddle hardware, 1932-1953." to "bucket or "full-pan" saddle hardware, 1934-1953.".  

PAGE 208: Figure 379, after "Figure 379, saddles" delete remainder of caption and rewrite as follows.  "This illustration shows two of the three general styles issued under varying factory numbers (not all details known).  Left: short- nosed bucket or "full pan" saddle with so-called open-edges construction in which the saddle top was sewed to a separate leather section riveted under the metal saddle base (pan).  With the open-edges construction a knife (careful!) can be inserted between the upper and lower leather sections without cutting the leather.  This construction was available on 1932-1937 models.  Right: long-nosed bucket or "full pan" saddle with narrower and longer nose (pommel) and roll-over edge, plus thicker saddle padding.  This saddle features the top leather section completely "rolled" (molded over) the saddle padding and metal saddle base, so that along the sides of the saddle there is no exposed or "open" edge.  This style was available on 1940 and later models.  Not shown: the intermediate style, which was a long-nosed open- edge saddle available on 1938-1939 models.

PAGE 242: Note 80: In left margin, write "This Note confirms 1938 use.".  At end of main Note text, add "See Note 132 for confirmation of late-1937 use.".  

PAGE 245: Write a new Note, Note 132: "Sales literature falsely implies the full-color indian-head tank decals were new for the 1939 season.  Note 80 confirms, by photograph references, the availability of full-color indian-head tank decals on 1938- models.  This note further confirms the availability of full- color indian-head tank decals on late-1937 models.  New tank decals with full-color indian-head (FN 75053 and FN 75054) appear in the 1936-1937 parts book, but do not appear in the 1936 (only) parts book supplement, the last number being FN 74958 (FN 75000 appears in "Contact Points" Number 458 dated April 1936).  Conclusion: The full-color decals were offered on late-1937 models.  

PAGE 245: Write a new Note, Note 133: "The 1936-1937 and later parts books indicate only a seatpost-equipped frame, FN 92640, for the Standard Scout and Chief. PAGE 252: in the Commercial Magazines section, delete the second paragraph because "Indian Motorcycle Illustrated" is no longer published.  

PAGE 245: Write a new Note, Note 134: "The following information is for consideration by the reader; it is not documented through Indian company channels.  From e-mail message, John Welch johnmarg@pilot.inifi.net to VirtualIndian@onelist.com, Saturday 04 March 2000, 18:50:50: I have had some luck with Dupont by dropping the prefixes in the older codes.  One example is '52-53 Pimpernell Scarlet #0-93- 2622-R.  In the Fleet Color Sampler that I have, there is a #2622 Scarlet listed that I am sure is the same.  Some years ago, I obtained a fleet color #658-R that was supposed to be close to Indian Red.  When Jerry's book came out, it had 0-94-658-M listed as a red for '52-53."  Added by Hatfield: I believe 93-658-H was cited some years ago by the All American Indian Motorcycle Club.
